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Madison Millennium Walk
Guidelines

· The purpose of the Madison Millennium Walk is for participants to walk the length of every street in Madison during the year 2000.  The total distance is around 60 miles.

· Individuals must register to participate.  The registration fee is $5.00 for an adult or child, $3.00 for senior citizens, and no more than $15.00 per family.  Registration is ongoing anytime during 2000 at the Health Department in Borough Hall or the Health Center at 22 Central Avenue.

· Participants may walk on their own or join the Rose City Steppers at their monthly walks.  The Rose City Steppers will be covering 95% of the streets in the Borough during their monthly walks.

· Please use the parking placard provided in your packet when parking your car in Borough neighborhoods as part of the Madison Millennium Walk

· Each registered participant will be eligible for prize drawings at the monthly RCS Millennium Walk. You do not need to be present to win.
· Participants will use their own copy of the “Borough of Madison Millennium Municipal Directory and Map” and the marker provided to highlight the streets they have walked and record their progress.

· When a participant has walked (or run!) every street they may bring their completed map to one of the Millennium Walks, the Health Department office in the Hartley Dodge or the Madison Health Center.  Their map will be stamped as complete and they will register for the prize drawing that will take place on January 1, 2001 at the Borough reorganization meeting.

· The Madison Fitness Coalition hopes that by participating in the Madison Millennium Walk you will learn more about our town, feel physically energized and meet some new neighbors. And, most of all, we hope that you have fun!
